KMK – Cultural Workshop Rules and Regulations
1.     Registration
1.1 Only the members of KMK are eligible to participate in the KMK workshop.
1.2 All workshop participants must complete and sign the Registration Form.   (Parents must sign the form for participants under 18).

1.3 Please indicate on the form if you suffer from any illness or disability.  This is a safety requirement.

1.4 There is age restriction, therefore only those aged 6+ will be accepted. However, if a younger child shows special quality and ability in dancing we will accept him or her. This is entirely at the discretion of workshop sub-committee and with the agreement of choreographers.
1.5 Please note that all of the items will be group performances.  Choreographers and the workshop committee will do the grouping.   

1.6 All workshop items will be performed firstly at the KMK annual function.

2.    Rehearsals

2.1   Rehearsals will be held regularly on a weekday evening for 2 hours.  All participants will be given a rehearsal timetable.

2.2   Workshop committee will notify all the participant of the song they will be performing to.

2.3   All participants will be given copy of song/script to ensure he/she is able to practice at home.  It is very important that participants practice at home, since rehearsals will concentrate on the choreography of new steps.  Parents must help their child to practice and perfect the steps at home, prior to attending the next rehearsal.
3.    Attendance

3.1   All participants must arrive early to ensure practice starts on time.

3.2   Please note it is imperative that you attend all rehearsal at schedule.
3.3   If participant is unable to attend the rehearsal, he/she must inform workshop committee member.

3.4   Participants, who continually miss rehearsals without good reasons, must note that this may result in removal from the workshop, for the sake of other participants in their group.

4.    Parents
4.1   Parents must sit in the hall and wait for their children during practice, if parents leave during the practice and something happens to the child KMK workshop team will not be taking any liabilities.
4.2   Parents must not interfere with the practice.  If parents interfere during the                                  teaching, the workshop committee reserves the right to remove the parents and their children from the workshop.

4.3   If parents have any issue to raise then they must talk to the workshop committee member.

4.4 KMK will not be taking any liabilities what so ever during the workshop practice.
5.   Costumes/Jewellery/Makeup

5.1   Parents/participants will be responsible for costs incurred for costumes, jewellery and makeup.
5.2   Volunteers must liaise with all parents/participants of the group regarding hiring of           costumes and jewellery.  Choreographers will give recommendation regarding their costumes and their hairstyles on the day of the performance.  It is important that parents and participants follow these recommendations when hiring costumes and jewellery.
6.   Participating in other organisation’s events

6.1   All KMK workshop items will be performed in the first instant at KMK organized events. 
6.2   If an individual or group would like to perform in other organisation’s events, they must inform workshop committee and get approval prior to confirming their participation.  At the event the item should be announced as KMK workshop item.  In case of group taking part, the whole group must be represented unless some of the group participants do not wish or cannot take part

6.3 Workshop committee may select an item to be performed in other organisation’s on behalf of KMK. Workshop committee will notify the group with all the details.  KMK will pay a maximum of Ten pounds per participant, towards the cost of hiring any costumes jewellery.  At the event the item should be announced as KMK workshop item.
